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ABSTRACT
The study shows the opinions of Imam Ibn al-Hammam al-Hanafi on issues
of hadith sciences, and compares them with the opinions of other Hanafi

scholars. The study came in an introduction and three chapters.

As for the first chapter, I discussed Ibn al-Hammam’s opinions related to the aspect of invoking the
Sunnah and the sections of the news and what is related to them. As for the second chapter, it dealt
with the study of Ibn al-Hammam’s opinions related to the topics of narrators, narration, wounds,
and modification. As for the third chapter, it dealt with the study of Ibn al-Hammam’s opinions
regarding the companion narrator’s interpretation or understanding of his narration, as well as what
is related to Ibn al-Hammam’s opinions regarding methods of eliminating conflicts between texts,
and the foundations of weighting between texts related to the chain of transmission and the text.

It concluded with a conclusion in which it showed the most important results of the study, including:
dividing the news into frequent, well-known, and single ones. The frequent reports indicate
certainty, the well-known reports indicate reassurance rather than certainty, and the one report
indicates the prevalence of suspicion and necessitates action if the conditions for accepting it are
met. He mentioned among the conditions for its acceptance: Islam, justice, control, and not
contradicting it. Because it is stronger than it, and among them is that the transmitted report is what
the trustworthy imam said about it: The Messenger, may God bless him and grant him peace, said,
and it is a subject of argument if the narrator does not Send only with confidence.
